 The Book of Revelation uses highly symbo-
lic language to communicate its message to the 
church in the first century as Christians were 
being persecuted. The author, who calls himself 
John (not the Gospel writer), wants to assure the 
community that Jesus lives, hope endures, and 
the final victory is theirs, if they are faithful to 
Christ. Turning away from him as a short-term ex-
pediency is not the solution, even though the allu-
re of avoiding persecution may seem stronger 
than being true to Christ. 
 Some of the visions that John writes about, 
like the one we hear in today's second reading, 
are meant to reveal what is the final end for those 
who remain faithful and endure the trial. They su-
rround the throne and cry out in praise of God. 
They live in blessedness. One of the great com-
forts of this vision is the way in which John descri-
bes the throng gathered around the throne of 
God: "They were countless in number" (Rev 
5:11). 
 In the Gospel today, we hear of the miracu-
lous catch of fish made by the disciples after Je-
sus' resurrection. Standing on the shore, he dire-
cts them to lower their nets one more time, even 
though they had been hard at it all night. The re-
sult is that they haul in an incredible catch. The 
underlying theme of this miracle, as well as the 
message revealed in the Book of Revelation, is 
that God's mercy is without end. Through the re-
surrection of Christ, God wills that all people be 
saved. While the visions of the second reading 
from Revelation reveal the final outcome, the sto-
ry of the Gospel today reminds us that we disci-
ples have to keep cooperating with God's grace to 
help bring others into the fold. Then the words of 
Revelation, "They were countless in number," will 
truly come to pass.
